BBQ PIT CONTEST

ENTRY FEE IS $500.00 AND LIMITED TO THE FIRST 10 TEAMS

Each team will take possession of their pit at the days end and can use it as a fundraiser for their chapter.

The purpose of this contest is to incorporate the ability to think on your feet and produce a project under pressure.  Projects are judged based on workmanship.  Projects will not be painted nor will students have much time to cosmetically alter the project in the time allotted.  
1. Each team (4 individuals) may only use the equipment they bring.  Nothing will be furnished including electricity.  A team may bring as many welders, grinders, torches, etc…. as can be loaded on one truck and trailer.

2. We will not guarantee a level surface to work on.  Plan accordingly.

3. You will be allowed 15 minutes with your ag teacher before work begins (typically 7:45am the day of the contest). 
4. You will have 6 hours to complete the smoker.  Once the final horn blows you will walk away and the judging will begin.  The judges will judge your project and will ask questions of you about your work.

5. The judge’s decision is final.

6. Safety will be judged as well throughout the contest.

7. You will furnish your own rods, grinding rocks, and cords.

8. Your metal will be precut and on a pallet for you to use.
9. If there has been interest by the local public to purchase the pits.  If that is the case then it will be by private treaty with each team and a potential buyer.

10.  Remember that there will be some woodwork as well.  (cutting board)  (2x12x3’)
11. The barrel this year will be a 22” pipe 3/8” wall, 3’ in length.

12. Since this is a simulation of an actual worksite which some welders encounter out in the field, a 5th team member can be entered as a cook.  As he/she prepares the lunches for his/her team-mates he/she will also prepare a lunch plate to be judged.  There will be no criteria and judges decision is final.  Lunches may vary across the culinary arts.  This will prove to be very interesting.  

13. Each school may bring any material they would like to customize and accent their pit’s handles, accessories, or hooks. 

14. For uniformity in judging, teams will build pits according to plans provided the week of contest.
